    A Thief River Falls 
woman pled guilty 
Wednesday, June 
30 to her role in the 
2020 fatal drug 
overdose of a friend. 
    Hailey Michelle 
Sheridan, 29, pled 
guilty to felony of-
fenses of great bod-
ily harm caused by 
distribution of 
drugs and third de-
gree sale of a con-
trolled substance. 
Sheridan had been 
initially charged 
with felony third degree 
murder, but that charge has 
since been amended to the 
charge of great bodily harm. 
    Judge Tamara Yon 
granted a furlough for Sun-
day, July 4 from 8 a.m. to 6 
p.m. Yon reminded Sheridan 

that she isn’t bound to the 
plea agreement if Sheridan 
violated any of the condi-
tions of her release during 

the furlough. 
   Sentencing has 
been set for Tues-
day, Aug. 10. At the 
time of the sentenc-
ing, the court is ex-
pected to address 
probation violations 
in Pennington and 
Red Lake counties. 
   During Wednes-
day’s plea hearing, 
Sheridan admitted 
that she and Mel-
onie Dawn Fayette 
had met with two 

other individuals to obtain 
drugs July 23, 2020. Sheri-
dan thought they were ob-
taining heroin, but the 
substance was, in fact, fen-
tanyl. 
    Fayette was found unre-
sponsive in her Thief River 

Falls apartment later that 
day. She was airlifted to 
Sanford Health in Fargo, 
N.D., where she remained 
on life support until her 
death. Her obituary stated 
that she died Aug. 2 whereas 
the criminal complaint indi-
cated that Fayette died six 
days later. 
    On the nightstand next to 
the bed where Fayette was 
lying, law enforcement 
found a small glass plate 
containing a small piece of 
paper with a white powder. 
It tested positive for fen-
tanyl. 
    A urinalysis found opiates 
in Fayette’s system. No 
other controlled substances 
were found. She was in renal 
failure when she was admit-
ted to the hospital. It was 
determined that the renal 
failure immediately oc-
curred after Fayette had in-
gested a heroin/fentanyl 

mixture. 
    Sheridan, who appeared 
in court virtually, testified 
that she had arranged to 
purchase the drugs from a 
woman whom she knew. 
Sheridan and Fayette then 
met the woman who was ac-
companied by a man whom 
Sheridan didn’t know. Sheri-
dan testified that, via text 
messages, she and Fayette 
had discussed that Fayette 
would provide money to 
Sheridan for the purchase. 
    No one else has been 
charged in connection with 
Fayette’s fatal drug over-
dose. 

Communications with 
Fayette 

    Sheridan was connected 
to Fayette through Fayette’s 
phone, which was taken into 
evidence after emergency 
personnel responded to her 
apartment. On her phone, 
law enforcement found con-

versations regarding nar-
cotics sales involving 
Fayette and Sheridan. 
Search warrants were later 
executed for Sheridan’s cell 
phone, her two Facebook ac-
counts, and Fayette’s Face-
book accounts. 
    A sheriff ’s deputy spoke 
with Sheridan. She denied 
knowing that Fayette had 
been hospitalized for an opi-
ate-related overdose and de-
nied knowing who had given 
the drug to Fayette. He con-
fronted her about the mes-
sages between the two 
women, but Sheridan con-
tinued to deny any knowl-
edge of a drug transaction. 
    In an interview with law 
enforcement weeks after 
Fayette’s death, Sheridan’s 
dad said Sheridan had ar-
rived at his home on the day 
of Fayette’s death. She was

    Gov. Tim Walz has au-
thorized emergency assis-
tance for Marshall County 
for damage sustained from a 
severe thunderstorm with 
heavy rains and flooding on 
May 19-20. 
    “The State of Minnesota 
stands ready to help Mar-
shall County,” said Walz. 
“We will work closely with 
local officials to ensure they 
have the resources and sup-
port that they need.” 
    Beginning May 19 and 
continuing through May 20, 
Marshall County was im-
pacted by heavy rains and 
overland flooding. The storm 
caused extensive damage to 
public infrastructure, in-
cluding road washouts, and 
overwhelmed agricultural 
drainage ditches and local 
municipal storm sewer sys-
tems. 
    The Department of Public 
Safety division of Homeland 
Security and Emergency 
Management will work with 
Marshall County officials to 
provide assistance as di-
rected by the governor.

Charles 
Morin
    James Morin edited and 
recently published an Eng-
lish translation of his great-
grandfather’s memoir, 
“Charles Napoleon Morin – 
Memories of My Travels and 
Adventures.” The book is 
now available on Amazon. 
This first-person story is set 
in the late 1800s of Charles’ 
19-year search for fulfill-
ment in life, faith, work and 
adventure. 
    What’s his connection to 
northwestern Minnesota? 
    His memoir ends when 
Charles settled in Argyle in 
1884 and married Victoria 
Schiller in 1887. Additional 
material in the book ex-
pands on Charles’s life in Ar-
gyle and the Morin ancestors 
in North America. The War-
ren Sheaf published Charles’ 
obituary on July 19, 1922, 
calling Charles “an honored 
and esteemed citizen." 
    Charles Napoleon Morin’s 
memoir starts in 1865, in 
Deschambault, Quebec. 
Charles is the oldest of what 
will become 15 children in 
his family. Four years ear-
lier, he left school to begin 
working on the family farm. 
Now he is 16, and it is time 
for him to leave home. 
    Morin starts with noth-
ing. Nineteen years later, he 
has earned recognition as a 
contractor, carpenter and ar-
chitect and is raising his 
family in Argyle. How did he 
do it? 
    James Morin said “Mem-
ories of My Travels and Ad-
ventures,” will be enjoyed by 
a broad spectrum of readers. 
Many will be interested in 
the story of how key life ex-
periences transform a com-
mon man, penniless at the 
start, to a mature, successful 
man. 
    People with French-Cana-
dian ancestry will be inter-
ested in this example of 
diaspora into North America 
by a man who could trace his

BECOME A HUNGER HERO 

Simple ways individuals can help 
make their communities safer
    Thriving communities 
tend to share certain charac-
teristics. Communities that 
are inclusive and encourage 
participation by all residents 
tend to thrive, as do those 
where there are opportuni-
ties to grow, both profes-
sionally and personally. 
Safety is another common 
component of thriving com-
munities. When residents 
feel safe in their com-
munities, they can feel free 
to pursue their goals, cre-
ating the sense that possibil-
ities are endless. 
    According to the Pan Pac-
ific Safe Communities Net-
work, a membership-based, 
non-government organiza-
tion that promotes safety in 
an effort to prevent injuries 
and violence, safety benefits 
communities in myriad 
ways. The PPSCN notes 
that safe communities see a 
reduction in the numbers 
and costs of injuries and vio-
lence and a promotion of 
community-wide health and 
safety, all the while instil-
ling a sense of community 
pride. 
    Communities tend to be 
at their safest when all 
members pitch in to do their 
part. The following are some 
simple ways individuals can 
help make their com-
munities safer. 
    • Make an effort to 
know your neighbors. Ac-
cording to SafeHome.org, an 
online resource that aims to 
assist consumers as they 
search for sensible security 
solutions for their homes, 
knowing one's neighbors is a 
great way to recognize when 
suspicious persons are in the 
area. This can serve as a 
safety net against burglaries 
and kidnappings. 
    • Install exterior 
lighting around your home 
and make sure street lamps 
are promptly fixed. Exterior 
lighting on the porch and 

around the perimeter of your 
home can make for an effec-
tive deterrent to intruders. 
Burglars look for dark 
spaces, so they're more 
likely to avoid well-lit prop-
erties than those under the 
cloak of darkness. Urge com-
munity leaders and com-
panies, such as politicians 
and local energy providers, 
to promptly replace street 
lamp bulbs when they burn 
out. Street lamps make com-
munities safer for children 
and pedestrians and can 
serve as deterrents to crim-
inals just like lights around 
individual properties. 
    • Reinvigorate neg-
lected areas. Abandoned 
parks and run-down public 
gathering spaces present an 
image of a community that 
does not care about itself. 
That can make communities 
seem like easy targets for 
criminals. Community 
members can join together 
via social media groups or 
more traditional grassroots 
efforts like door-to-door cam-
paigning to collectively rein-
vigorate neglected areas 
within their communities. 
Organize park cleanups that 
culminate with a community 
barbecue, which can serve to 
clean up spaces and bring 
community members to-
gether. 
    • Spread the word. In-
dividuals are essential to 
building safe communities, 
but that responsibility is 
community-wide. Spread the 
word of your efforts via so-
cial media, township meet-
ings, community schools, 
and churches. Your actions 
may just inspire others to 
follow suit. 
    Building safe com-
munities requires collective 
efforts on the part of all res-
idents, who can then reap 
the many rewards of living 
somewhere safe.

Hanson promoted to Border

DNR closes walleye fishing 
on Mille Lacs for two weeks
    Walleye anglers on Mille 
Lacs Lake are reminded that 
a two-week walleye fishing 
closure — implemented to re-
duce hooking mortality, 
which is the percentage of 
fish that die after being 
caught and released — will 
be in place from Thursday, 
July 1, through Thursday, 
July 15. Anglers could catch 
and release walleye on Mille 
Lacs Lake in a catch-and-re-
lease season that lasted 
through Wednesday, June 30. 

    During the walleye clo-
sure, angling is allowed for 
all other species. Catch-and-
release walleye fishing will 
resume on Friday, July 16, 
and continue through 
Wednesday, Sept. 15. The 
limit of one walleye from 21-
23 inches, or one over 28 
inches, is scheduled to re-
sume Thursday, Sept. 16, 
through Tuesday, Nov. 30. 
    Fishing hours on Mille 
Lacs Lake are 6 a.m. to 10 
p.m. for all species. Begin-

ning Saturday, June 5, 
muskellunge and northern 
pike anglers using artificial 
lures or sucker minnows 
longer than 8 inches were 
able to fish after 10 p.m. Dur-
ing the late season, begin-
ning on Sept. 16, anglers will 
also be allowed to fish from 6 
a.m. to midnight, except 
muskellunge and northern 
pike anglers will be allowed 
to fish during the night clo-
sure.

frantic and emotional, say-
ing she believed Fayette had 
overdosed on heroin and 
may die. Sheridan also be-
lieved she would be associ-
ated with Fayette’s possible 
death. She wanted someone 
to go to Fayette’s apartment 
to check on her. 
    Sheridan’s dad remem-
bered Sheridan telling her 
mom that she had told 
Fayette to not take too much 
of the drug. She also told her 
mom that she didn’t want 
Fayette to die. 
    Sheridan’s dad confirmed 
that Sheridan had gone to 
the reservation to purchase 
heroin and knew it was po-
tent. 
    On Facebook, law en-
forcement found messages 
between Sheridan and oth-
ers in which she indicated 
that she had obtained the 
heroin/fentanyl substance 
for Fayette. 
    Sheridan communicated 
with a man on July 23, ask-
ing him to bring a scale since 
she and at least one other 
person were meeting with 
others at the casino. She 
said she would “freak out” 
because she wanted drugs 
and to get high. Later, she 

tried calling him numerous 
times and wrote that he 
needed to call her as soon as 
possible since she was 
“freaking out.” 
    Later, Sheridan referred 
to Fayette’s overdose and 
getting out of prison in 10 
years. She told him that a 
man, presumably Fayette’s 
dad, was going to Fayette’s 
apartment. At one point, the 
man told Sheridan that 
someone needed to get 
Fayette’s phone. 
    The two of them contin-
ued to communicate. The fol-
lowing day, the man wrote 
that the cops wanted to 
know if she had sold the 
drug to Fayette. Sheridan 
replied that she hadn’t 
“technically” sold the drug to 
her. The man told Sheridan 
that law enforcement knew 
everything about the texts 
between Sheridan and 
Fayette. Sheridan said she 
didn’t have a text saying 
that she had sold the drug to 
Fayette. 
    Law enforcement also ob-
tained a Facebook recording 
in which Fayette told the 
man to contact her as soon 
as possible. She told him not 
to use the drug and it was 
important. 

Other communications 
    On July 24, Sheridan told 
her brother that Fayette 
was on a ventilator and had 
suffered brain damage and 
was in a coma. She said 
Fayette had overdosed on a 
drug that the two of them 
had obtained. 
    On July 26, she told her 
brother that Pine to Prairie 
Drug Task Force had been 
looking for her a day earlier 
and she didn’t know what to 
do. She continued to commu-
nicate with her brother 
about Fayette’s condition, 
noting there was minor 
brain damage at one point 
and that Fayette would 
probably have to learn to 
walk again. 
    On July 29, she told him 
that Fayette wasn’t doing 
well medically and Sheridan 
was panicking. 
    On Aug. 2, she informed 
her brother that life support 
measures were being re-
moved from Fayette. She 
told him that law enforce-
ment would probably be 
looking for her in full force. 

Communications with 
two other men 

    On the day of Fayette’s 
overdose, Sheridan commu-
nicated with another rela-

tive. She indicated she was 
going to end up in jail. 
    The next day, Sheridan 
communicated with a third 
man. He informed her that 
it wasn’t her fault and 
Fayette had used the drug 
on her own. Sheridan re-
sponded that she “techni-
cally” didn’t sell the drug to 
Fayette, who had instead 
bought it herself. 
    The man asked if law en-
forcement wanted to know 
the identity of the person 
from whom she was obtain-
ing the drugs in Bemidji. 
She replied that she 
wouldn’t provide that per-
son’s name and she didn’t 
know what to do. He advised 
her to tell law enforcement 
that it was Fayette’s connec-
tion. Sheridan replied that 
she planned to say Fayette 
had utilized someone that 
another woman had sug-
gested. 
    Sheridan wrote that she 
hoped Fayette didn’t say it 
was Sheridan who had sup-
plied the drug. She advised 
him to be careful with the 
drug in his possession and to 
delete his messages since 
Fayette hadn’t deleted her 
messages.

the first Morin immigrant 
from France to New France 
(Canada) in 1672. 
    The historical memoir 
reader will experience 
Charles’ unfiltered first-per-
son account of life for a wide 
variety of people living in 
the 1865 to 1884 timeframe 
in key North American loca-
tions. The account of his 10-
day cross-country trip from 
Montreal to California in 
1877, much of it on the im-
migrant train, is an intimate 
account of the adventures 
and hardships of travel.
